Ehe IFLA international seminar

on Training and Improving the

Qualification Standards of Landscape

Architects in the CIS countries

was held in Moscow from

May 27 to 31. It attracted more
than 80 participants from various

parts of Russia, Ukraine, Belorus-

sia, Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan, as

well as some 70 invited officials
and specialists who discussed topical

issues related to professional

training, a matter of great importance

in Russia and the other CIS

countries today.
The availability of qualified
professionals is crucial for the

development of the discipline. University

and secondary school

programs in landscape architecture
and urban gardening need

substantial improvement if they are

to reach international standards.

At the same time even experienced

professionals are often
unemployed, while a good many
non professionals are encountered

in this fields. Landscape architecture

has not yet been added to the
State Register of Trades. On the

positive side, however, is the new

three-level professional education
offered by Moscow State University

of Forestry and the Graduate

School of Ecology.

Apart from the speeches and

discussion groups, the seminar
included several interesting professional

excursions in Moscow, such

as visits to the Urban Development

Exhibition, historic and

modern parks, and botanical
gardens. One of the most fascinating
to foreigners was the tour to the

former royal residences: Kolomen-

skoye, a former summer palace of
the czars; Kuskovo, the 18th century

country home of Count
Sheremetev; Ismailovo, another of
the czars' summer retreats. The

seminar closed with a resolution
addressed to the governments of
Russia and the other CIS countries
as well as federal and municipal
authorities. It contained the

following main proposals: 1.

Ministries involved in matters of land

development, construction and

preservation, as well as agencies
and departments dealing with
landscape and garden planning
and maintenance, should determine

current and future needs in

landscape architects and garden

engineers. 2. Landscape architecture

as a profession should be

added to State Registers of Trades

and Professions under a separate

registration number. 3. Only
landscape architects, garden engineers,
and technicians with diplomas
should be hired to fill state

positions in the fields of landscape
architecture and urban gardening.
4. Faculties of landscape architecture

schould be established in the

state system of higher education.
5. Further development of the

existing graduate schools of
landscape architecture and urban

gardening in Moscow, St. Petersburg,
and Lvov schould be promoted. 6.

Professional training and retraining

centers in these fields schould
be established in certain graduate
schools according to a uniform
curriculum. 7. ALACIS and its

regional branches schould establish

contrôle over professional activities

in the fields of landscape
architecture and urban gardening.
