A few of the Club members would go ahead into the bush and select a

tree to decorate. The remaining members would then assemble in the

parking lot and walk into the forest together, looking for the tree
decorated with candles. Everyone would then gather around the tree
and sing carols, and one of the youngsters would read the Christmas

lesson from the Bible. Jakob Amstutz, the resident pastor, would
provide some thoughtful insights for the busy holiday season.

With everyone's feet now cold, Club members drove back to the

German Clubhouse to await a special visit from Santa, who would bring
goodie bags for all the good girls and boys.

40 years later, our Club still upholds this tradition, although we now

use a „sister tree" as the original tree has grown much too large. Club

members still enjoy singing carols and listening to Christmas stories.

Traditions are reflected in many of our events throughout the year.
The board of the Guelph Club works hard to strike a balance between

keeping traditions and introducing new, modern aspects.

We've been busy planning this year's events and hope to see you there.

A Vancouver Swiss Choir member on yodeling
While the terms 'Swiss' and 'yodel' go almost hand in hand, sort of like
'Swiss' and 'cheese' or 'chocolate', it's important to recognize that there

isn't a single style ofyodeling - rather, there are numerous forms of
yodeling, and differing yodeling traditions in many countries. Switzerland

in particular has a huge repertoire of songs with lyrics and yodel

parts.

At some concerts, I may sing a "Naturjodel" - a wordless form of yodeling.

Often, I'll also perform in a yodeling trio with altos Dorli Meier and

Anna-Marie Spaeti.

A recent Swiss study concluded that most choirs are overaged and

struggle to find new members. In my opinion, the best remedy is to work

with 'projects' limited in time and scope. One of our projects is to
reestablish an informal men's yodeling group, this time including one or

two good women yodelers.

A second VSC project is to revive the former "Chinderchörli" (children's

choir). We might start as soon as this year's Swiss National Day
celebrations, as this event in particular tends to attract young families with
children.
The Swiss study also found that tenors and basses (in that order) are

the most sought-after choir participants. We face similar challenges;

so as a third project, the VSC may at times bring in guest singers.
