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The 16th October

whelmingly approved the Constitutional article for
the Swiss abroad.

On the next page you will find the details of the
poll. In the big cities the percentage yes to no was
very much bigger than in the Inner Kantons who
in bygone days provided the bulk of the emigrants
to foreign lands.

The Commission of the Swiss Abroad will now,
with the help of jurists and politicians, have to
make proposals for the carrying out of the new
Law and it is up to us to find the best way to make
use of this opportunity.
