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Statistics

According to latest statistics 19.8% of Switzerland’s population are of foreign national-
ity.

These figures do not include seasonal workers, short term residents such as specialist
trainees, ot thousands of asylum seekers who have not yet been granted residency.

For the year 2001, foreign residency increased by 34,092 to a total figure of 1.429 mil-
lion.

Refugees from the former States which made up all of old Yugoslavia are the largest
group, at 24.3% of all foreigners, with Italians close behind at 21.8%.
