NDS Technology
and Sustainable
Development

Today most countries face major
social, economical, technological,
political and institutional chan-
ges. This is particularly true of the
«emerging» countries of Asia,
whose main characteristic is hete-
rogeneity. These countries where
high, intermediate and indige-
nous technologies coexist along
with poverty and wide social and
economic disparities, face many
social, economical and environ-
mental challenges. At the same
time they have considerable hu-
man and technological capacities
and offer opportunities for both
public and private action. While

links and interactions between

countries and regions are develo-
ping rapidly the need to integrate
different kinds of expertise is a
must for successfully implemen-
ting any development project, pu-
blic action or private enterprise.

The course will emphasise the role
of technology in development
focussing on the integration and
the management of technology in
the context of sustainable deve-
lopment and its social, economic
and environmental impacts. It
will reflect the development reali-
ties of «emerging» countries like
India and others in the Asian sub-
region. It will focus on the inno-
vative ways of integrating techno-
logies in the specific environment
of such countries. The main
objective of the course is to expo-
se young professionals with diffe-
rent backgrounds to a comple-

mentary approach to technology,
thus enabling them to gain a new
perspective on the role of techno-
logy in development and to better
integrate their expertise in diffe-
rent environments. The impor-
tance of a multidisciplinary and
multicultural approach will be
stressed by including participants
and faculty with diverse professio-
nal backgrounds coming from dif-
ferent geographical regions.

The course, primarily aimed at
technical professionals and archi-
tects, seeks to address questions
such as: How could the human
and technology potential of such
countries be utilised for develop-
ment? What is the role of hi-tech
in alleviating poverty? What fac-
tors lead to successful transfer of
technology from developed to
emerging countries? How can

development projects and start-up
companies be managed in the
«emerging» countries?

The course (11 weeks of classroom
modules on the IIT Madras cam-
pus and a 4-week field project in
the region of Madras) will cover
basic concepts (historical back-
ground, technology, sustainable
development, social issues and lo-
cal economics), technology assess-
ment including environmental
impact and risk assessment, tech-
nological innovations and their
integration in different contexts
(case studies), and project mana-
gement. The field project will be a
4-week placement in a company, a
voluntary organisation or a go-
vernment agency to study the
innovative use of a technology for
sustainable development.
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
