Wreaths of Alpine Narcissi brought by aeroplane — in
order they should retain their freshness — were laid on the
Cenotaph in Whitehall last week by H.E. Monsieur le
Ministre C. R. Paravicini and Madame Paravicini in memory
of British prisoners of war who died while interned in
Switzerland.

Flowers, apart from their intrinsic value as a stage

provide over-heated people with a somewhat cooling ellect
and pleasant to think about.

We resent discomfort, any trouble, and omit to con-
sider any cause of a more serious nature we have missed
or that has missed us, such as, for instance, being subjected
to the practices of ' Ari culinaire of the cannibals of Papua
(New Guinea), as expounded to Miss Beatrice Grimshaw,
the novelist:—

. “““Man should never be boiled,” said a chief and expert
chef. ‘He should be roasted, that is the only way. The
man who boils 1s no cook. You do not boil a tough joint,
you roast it slowly with a moderate fire.” And what shows
this savage chief appreciates and respects human beings in
his own way —as a delicacy — ‘ Man is better than pig!’”

Patients were presented by Dr. Pierre Hulliger, of
Neuchittel, who had been entirely cured with a combination
of metallic salts, viz., those of copper, mercury, mangancse,
silver, tin and arsenic.
