The English League programme of 42
matches is completed. In our National League

Carouge, we repeat, have gained
promotion, but in Group East, where Bellinzona
has finished with 20 points. Aarau with 19, and
Brühl with 18 points and one more game to play,
can pass or catch up the present leader ; and so
can Kreuzlingen, with 17 points and 2 more
games to play.
