The manufacturing programme of the new
firm includes the production of string and rope, the dress-
ing of polyester fibres, the twisting of sewing thread, the
dyeing of yarns for carpets, the weaving of tarpaulins
and furnishing fabrics, the manufacture of pressurized
inflatable hangers, the working of plastic foil, etc. This
new group, under one management and equipped with a
research department, will impart new life to a number of
old activities which risked being left behind by the develop-
ment of new products.
