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PHILATELIC NEWS

The International Philatelic Exhibition PHILYMPIA is
to be held at Olympia, London, from 18 to 26 September,
1970. To coincide with this event, a philatelic exhibition “The
Image of Liechtenstein and Switzerland through their Postage
Stamps™ will be presented in the windows and showcases at
the Swiss Centre, Leicester Square, London W.1, from 7 Sep-
tember till 15 October 1970. This presentation has been ar-
ranged by the Swiss National Tourist Office in co-operation
with the Philatelic Department of the Swiss Post Office,
Philatelic Department of the Principality of Liechtenstein,
British Post Office, Postal Motor Coach Department of the
Swiss Post Office, Organising Committee of PHILYMPIA,
Liechtenstein Study Circle, England, London Swiss Philatelic
Society, Helvetia Philatelic Society, London.

The Liechtenstein and Swiss Post Offices have issued
commemorative Philympia Covers. The covers, as well as a
variety of new Swiss and Liechtenstein stamps, are obtain-
able at the Swiss Centre PTT Sales Counters which are open
daily from 11.30-20.30 from 7 to 26 September, 1970.

During the period of the PHILYMPIA Exhibition only,
special Philympia Post Marks will be used to cancel Swiss
and Liechtenstein postage stamps.

The special covers, if posted in a special box at the Swiss
Centre, will be transported in bulk to Switzerland and Liech-
tenstein for posting. The prices of the covers alone are 1/-
each. 100 and more 9d. each, 1,000 and more 7d. each.
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
