The initial appointment is for four years with the possibility of renewal for
an additional two-year period and promotion to a permanent position.

Teaching duties will include both introductory and advanced-level courses in the physics of
terrestrial systems, in particular of soil and its interfaces to the litho-, hydro-, atmo-, and bio-
sphere.

The new professor will develop a vigorous re-
search program aimed at understanding the coupling between climate and the geosphere-
biosphere, which might include, for example, the extraction of high resolution climate proxies
from the stratigraphic record, or the modeling of complex surface systems perturbed by cli-
mate change.
