Presidents' Meeting on the
2nd of July 1995 in the
Deutsches Architektur-Zentrum

in Berlin at the invita-
tion of BDA, Bund Deutscher

Architekten.
The above meeting

unanimously deeided to de-
clare that:
- Architecture is an intellec-
tual Service and must there-
fore not be subjeeted to
economic competition only.

- The meeting recommends
that the member sections of
UIA Region I encourage
their respective architect
members to refrain from
partieipation in limited (in-
vited) architectural competi-
tions where the remunera-
tion offered cannot be seen
as fair compensation for the
professional work demand-
ed to reasonably fulfill the
task.

In view of the general
development during the last

years the above decisions

were seen as essential Steps

to provide adequate possi-
bilities to maintain and

shape a built environment
of quality.
