These essays by an international team of contributors are intented to cover
subjects that have not yet been discussed or have become dated in current
textbooks on tropical diseases.

The publication includes some papers on tropical diseases proper and ubiqui-
tous diseases such as lichen planus which are modified in the tropics by
environmental factors.

Throughout this copiously illustrated book the emphasis is on the influence
of environmental factors on the prevalence of disease. These factors are
fully discussed in the introductory essays on epidemiology and melanin
pigmentation in which a new theory on the origins of racial pigmentation
is advanced. ‘

The common diseases of the tropics are mycoses, parasitoses, pyodermas,
treponematoses and leprosy and these are described in general or in specific
terms. Essays on sarcoidosis and Leiker’s granuloma multiforme are included
because of their importance in the differential diagnosis of leprosy.
