The classroom wings are of mixed
construction. The assembly hall and the double
gymnasium are a reinforced concrete
frame construction.

Niederholz school at Riehen near
Basle (pages 314-317)

The existing primary school with its two
nursery-school pavilions in Niederholzstrasse

in Riehen is to be enlarged by
the addition of a secondary and grammar
school with sixteen classrooms.
In addition to the above-mentioned
classrooms, the building program provides
for a number of rooms set apart for the
teaching of special subjects. They
include a hall for singing, a library for
the pupils, a sewing-room, a domestic-
science room, the school kitchen with
a room for theory, a school milk room and
two hobby rooms for boys, as well as a
room for drawing lessons and a natural
science room. A gymnasium and a sector
first-aid post have also been provided for
on the ground floor.

The buildings are of brick with walls 39 cm
thick. The window supports and parapets
are in plain concrete. The ceilings are
heavy and the flat roofs are covered with
Aluman metal sheeting. The cost per
cubic metre, excluding installations and
modifications to the surroundingsamoun-
ted to Swfr.86.

The
exhibition-room is entered from the public
passageway and is separated from it by
a large glass door. The horizontal
exhibition elements consist of glass tables
with light-metal legs.

This year, for the third time, the Swiss
Industries Fair in Basle and the Swiss
«Werkbund» again adopted the slogan
«Good Design SWB 1954». This
campaign encourages producers to pay closer

attention to the form they give to
their products. A commission of Swiss
and foreign experts acted as judges of
the exhibits sent in by craftsmen and
industrial concerns.
