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attendant's room with the lower roof had
to be sited between the two groups of
pumps.
Since the customers' room and the pay
office are glazed on three sides,
approaching cars can be easily seen (thus
facilitating smart service) and the whole
business of the station can be supervised
efficiently. Behind the waiting-room are
situated (again separated only by glazed
walls) the oil room and a small workshop.

Large filling-station in Regensburg
(page 270)

Owing to the great distance between the
front of the building and the street, it was
necessary to link the station area and the
street area organically by features of the
design. Thus the cubic mass is broken
up along the line of the street and the
exterior area is integrated with the general
lay-out up to the inner wall of clinker,
which is emphasized by the character of
its material.
A special dazzle-free candelabra was
devised for the diesel islands and will
soon be ready for mass production.
