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Biographical notes on Rudolf Gnägi
Rudolf Gnägi was born on 3rd August 1917 at his commune of origin Schwadernau (BE), son of farmer and National Councillor Gottfried
Gnägi. He went to school there and in Bienne. He studied law at the University of Berne and graduated as Fuersprech in 1943.
In February 1952, the Bernese people elected Rudolf Gnägi to the Cantonal Government where he was in charge of public economy.
In 1953, at the age of only 36, Regierungsrat Gnägi was elected to the National Council.
On 8th December 1965, Rudolf Gnägi was called to the Government by the Federal Assembly.
In 1971, he held the office of Federal President for the first time.
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
