A thunderstorm had soaked the wood-
stack, and so the local authorities decided to use some inflamable
liquid to light the fire. Unfortunately the fire spread very fast along a

small trough, and burned the three children so severly that they had
to be brought to the hospital. Soon it will be the first of August
again. The example given in this article is not meant to deter
anybody from lighting a bonfire on that day; It should, however, serve
to illustrate the inherent dangers of such fires.
