The Place of the Swiss Abroad

Please help!

The «Place of the Swiss Abroad» is to be created in
Brunnen, in the heart of the old, original Switzer-
land as a contribution by all expatriate Swiss to the
700-year celebrations of the Swiss Confederation in
1991. It will remain in existence beyond 1991,
the jubilee year, as a meeting place for the Fifth
Switzerland and as an enduring symbol of the
attachment of the Swiss Abroad to the homeland.

To start with, there was the wish
of the Organisation of the Swiss
Abroad for an outstanding pre-
sence of the Fifth Switzerland in
the context of the 700-year jubi-
lee of the Confederation. Out of
this wish there emerged a pro-
ject with an aim that goes far be-
yond 1991: the Place of the Swiss
Abroad in Brunnen, an abiding
precinct of encounter to be cre-
ated in a most beautiful position
on the Lake Lucerne and to be
kept for coming generations.

Prizes for winners

Donors of SFr. 100.- or more
(natural persons) automatically
take part in a draw for one of
five weekends for two people in
1991, offered by the Seehotel
Waldstatterhof in Brunnen - a
hotel in a splendid position next
to the Place of the Swiss
Abroad. Donations of SFr.
500.- and more are acknowled-
ged by means of a certificate,
and those of SFr.10000.— and
upwards by means of an inscrip-
tion on a donor’s tablet at the
Place of the Swiss Abroad.
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The Place shall symbolise, in
enduring manner, the affection
of the Swiss abroad for the Old
Country, and serve as a place of
resort for all Swiss from all cor-
ners of the world - a point of
convergence between Switzer-
land and the world.

The ideal place for the «Aus-
landschweizerplatz» could be
found in the shape of a little plot
of land jutting into the bay of
Brunnen right opposite the
Riitli - a picturesque meadow,
fringed with trees, which forms
a natural continuation of the
lake promenade of Brunnen,
the well-known holiday resort.
It affords the visitor a uniquely
open view over the lake of Lu-
cerne to the south and the west.

Enthusiastic accord

The idea, first mooted at the
64th Assembly of the Swiss
Abroad in Morges, has been
greeted with enthusiasm not only
by Swiss people living abroad
but also in Switzerland itself.
The Commission of the Swiss

Abroad of the NHS unani-
mously approved the plan on 5th
September 1986. However, with
the rejection on 26th April 1987
by popular vote of the five can-
tons of Central Switzerland of
the so-called «basic events» (a
main part of the proposed Jubi-
lee celebrations), there has been
not only considerable uncer-
tainty but also much delay in the
preparation work. Although
another feature proposed for
CHO1, the «Path of Switzer-
land», a joint venture by the
cantons - but always regarded
as a fitting culmination of the
Place of the Swiss Abroad - was
not directly affected by the ref-
erendum, here too the generally
negative mood also left its
mark. But then on 21th August
1987 at the 65th Assembly of the
Swiss Abroad, the Commission
resolved, in an impressive dec-
laration of faith, to realise the
«Place» come what may —in the
last instance, alone, if need be.

The local commune where the
Place is to be — Ingenbohl-Brun-
nen — as well as the district, the
Cantonal Bank and the canton
of Schwyz have given assurance
of their active support, as has
also the Federal Department of
Foreign Affairs - representing
the Swiss Confederation. To-
gether with the Organisation of
the Swiss Abroad of the NHS,
they are among the charter mem-

Just as, 130 years ago, Swiss
schoolchildren saved the Riitli
Meadow from being built over,
by a house-to-house collection,
and thus helped to preserve one
of the most important national
places of pilgrimage for future
generations, so, today, our
Swiss people living abroad are
being called upon to secure,
through a world-wide solidarity
drive, a plot of homeland soil in
the heart of old Switzerland and
to create a «Meeting Place of
the Fifth Switzerland» to celeb-
rate the occasion of the 700th
birthday of the Confederation.
The cornerstone of a great and
abiding work has been laid. Its
completion requires the support
of all Swiss abroad. Please help
us to achieve this!
