Maxwell est né à Montréal en 1867. Il a reçu
sa formation d'architecte dans différents
bureaux de la ville.

La rénovation du bâtiment abritant le Consulat général (acquise par la Confédération suisse

en 1949) s'est terminée dans le courant du printemps par la réfection des aménagements

extérieurs.

Son expérience bostonienne a contribué à

en faire un adepte de l'architecture
victorienne d'inspiration romane telle qu'interprétée

par Henry Hobson Richardson.
N'oublions pas que c'est à Boston que Richard-

son a érigé la fameuse «Trinity Church»

(1874-77) qui a servi d'exemple à nombre

d'architectes américains et étrangers à la

recherche de formes nouvelles.
La maison Crathern étant la première œuvre
de Maxwell après son retour, il est naturel

qu'elle s'inspire directement de l'œuvre de

Richardson. La demeure, entièrement revêtue

de grès rouge, est visiblement une œuvre
de jeunesse de laquelle est absente

l'interprétation personnelle de l'architecte. Celle-
ci sera cependant perceptible à partir de ses

réalisations suivantes (voir maison Henry
Vincent Meredith).
La maison a été construite pour James

Crathern. directeur de la Banque de Commerce

et président de la «Royal Victoria Life
Insurance Company». La famille McArthur,
propriétaire d'usines de pâtes et papiers ainsi

que de diverses compagnies de produits
chimiques, y a aussi habité.

Le consulat de la Suisse l'occupe depuis

quarante ans environ. L'avenue du Docteur

birthday.
For 25 years, Laure Rièse was Don of the

Maison française of Victoria University,
where she obtained a doctorate. She is now
professor emeritus at that institution. Her
teaching, her love of the French language
and her ever present taste for excellence
have earned her many marks of distinction
and decorations. She is Chevalier de la

Légion d'honneur, Offices of the Order of
Canada and the Order of Ontario, Commander

of the Order of St. Lazarus of Jerusalem,

recipient of the silver medal of the City of
Paris and the bronze medal of the Comédie

française, to name only a few of her awards.

She became the first female president of the

Alliance française in Toronto, and her name

appears in the Directory of American Scholars

and in Who's Who in Canada, England
and the United States.

Laure Rièse, the young girl from Switzerland,

who came to Canada more by chance

then by design, is now the grand old lady not

only of the Francophone but also of the

Swiss Community in Toronto. Congratulations,

Laure Rièse, and many happy returns!
