“I never thought that my homeland
would have so many interesting and
varied things for me to do.” Reto, from
Norway, also had a very busy time in

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really gave me lots of pleasure.”
Roberto, from Argentina, did a trial
apprenticeship while he was here and
also made enquiries about possible
studies in Switzerland. For many the
time simply goes by too fast. Véro-
nique, from France, writes: “The only
trouble for me is that [ don’t want to go
back to Marseilles any more”.
