New satellite technology
for swissinfo/SRI

Each of the three satellite systems - AmeriStar, AfriStar and AsiaStar - can

cover three regions over individual beams.

Over the past few decades,
short wave has been the
main medium for broadcasting

radio programmes
around the world. Thanks to
digitalisation and new
developments in transmission
technologies, broadcasters
now have access to systems
which are gradually competing

with or even out-performing

short wave. Since 1

April swissinfo/SRI has been

broadcasting its English-language

programme round-
the-clock via the WorldSpace
satellite system.

WorldSpace is a geostationary
satellite system capable of

transmitting digital data around the

world. At the moment there are

two satellite systems available for

signal transmission (AfriStar since

1998 and AsiaStar since 2000).

Soon they will be joined by a third

system, AmeriStar. Each of the

three systems can cover three

regions over individual beams, and

each beam is capable of carrying

over 50 services (radio or data-

casting). The swissinfo/SRI

programme is carried on the AsiaStar

beam and can be received

throughout the Asiatic region

(with the exception of Australia).

The radio programmes are MP3-

encoded at the quality selected by

the broadcaster. A special receiver

is required. If listeners are in the

area covered by a beam, the

programmes can be received by a

small mobile parabolic antenna

(approximately 20 cm in diameter).

The receiving equipment
can be legitimately described

as portable, particularly since it

is compact and easy to handle.

Setting the angle of the

antenna is easy and can be

accomplished without additional measuring

equipment. Latest-generation

WorldSpace receivers are

available for approximately USD

50, while combined World-

Space/AM/FM receivers sell for

around USD 150.
