Please do not register your appli-
cations for this visit before receiving those instructions.

Please make sure you have your current data and family mem-
bers registered with the Consulate. In the past years several peo-
ple missed out because their birth or change of name had not been
registered beforehand.

Should you not be able to meet the Consulate’s staff with its
mobile passport station at the locations and dates mentioned
above, you can always apply for a new identity document at our
Sydney office as per theregular procedure. Please refer to our web-
site: www.eda.admin.ch/sydney under “services”.

You may also have your biometric data registered in Switzer-
land or in another Swiss representation abroad should it be more
convenient for you. However please note that you always have to
make an online application on www.schweizerpass.ch beforehand
with aremark saying where and when you wish to have your data
taken. After checking your passport application it will be trans-
ferred to the passport office you have chosen.

In addition to the usual Monday to Friday the Consulate in Syd-
ney will process biometric data for Swiss Passports and ID-cards
on the following Saturdays: 4 June, 2 July, 6 August, 3 Septem-
ber,10ctober, 5 November, 3 December. This service will be pro-
vided with minimal staff and will therefore be strictly limited to
the taking of biometric photos, fingerprints and electronic signa-
tures. Please apply for a passport early (but not more than 3 months
inadvance) on www.schweizerpass.ch ifyou wish to secure an ap-
pointment, since the number of applicants is limited for each date.

All Swiss citizens registered with the Embassy of Switzerland
in Wellington will be informed about the exact details and proce-
dure by e-mail or letter three months before the date. Please do
not register your applications for this visit before receiving
those instructions.

Please make sure that your personal data are up-to-date and
that also your family members are duly registered with the Em-
bassyin ordertoreceive the detailed announcement and to be able
to benefit from this service.

Should you miss the opportunity of having your biometric data
captured in Auckland, you can always apply for a new identity doc-
ument at our Wellington office under the regular procedure. Please
refer to our website: www.eda.admin.ch/wellington under “Ser-
vices”.

You may also have your biometric data registered in Switzer-
land orin another Swiss representation abroad. Please note, how-
ever, that you have tolodge an online application on www.schweiz-
erpass.ch beforehand, with the indication "Wellington" as your
place of registration and a remark mentioning where and when
you wish to have your biometric data taken.
