The Swiss contribution will assist

almost 40,000 people every month
with cash transfers equivalent to
US$10 each, enabling them to meet
almost two-thirds of their daily food

requirements. This is in addition to
the more than 1 million people in
rural Zimbabwe who are presently
benefitting from Swiss support in
food security and health related

programmes.

2.2 million people in urban areas facing

food insecurity

A 2020 Zimbabwe Vulnerability
Assessment Committee (ZimVAC) report
supported by SDC said that more than
2.2 million people in cities and towns
faced food insecurity, not least

because of surging prices and the
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Switzerland contributes US$7 million to
support poor Zimbabweans in urban areas.

Switzerland, through the Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC) Office

in Harare, has extended US$7 million for the next four years through the United Nations,

World Food Programme (WFP) for families in urban areas ofZimbabwe struggling to

meet their daily food needs due to the impact ofclimate shocks and COVID-19.

Zimbabwe's urban poor face a myriad
of challenges that drive them into
poverty, food insecurity and margina-
lization. Some of the challenges
include climate change; economic
downturn and macroeconomic shocks,

weak urban governance and disease

outbreaks such as the current global
pandemic of Covid-19.
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recurrence of drought. COVID-19

has exacerbated economic instability,

significantly impacting urban
residents already living hand to

mouth, many of them working
multiple jobs in the precarious
informal sector. WFP forecasts that

by March 2021, at least 3.3 million
people - almost half (47%) the

country's urban population could
be food insecure.

The Swiss contribution enables

almost 40'000 Zimbabweans to

meet two-thirds of their daily food

requirements for the next four years.

Mr. Manuel Thurnhofer, the SDC

Director of Cooperation in
Zimbabwe said, "This generous and

timely contribution will help
alleviate the suffering of a large number

of people struggling to cope

with the twin shocks of COVID-19

and a still deteriorating economy".

Beginning 2021, Switzerland is

scaling up its development cooperation

to Zambia and Zimbabwe in a

bid to alleviate poverty amongst
the most vulnerable including the

most food insecure in urban areas.

Clearing landmines from a crucial
wildlife corridor in Southern Africa

Mozambique, South Africa and Zimbabwe have

some of the world's most important remaining

wilderness, including the protected wildlife of

the unique Sengwe Wildlife Corridor - part of

the three country Great Limpopo Transfrontier

Park. But the presence of landmines makes a

large part of this corridor a lethal habitat for

both animals and people.

The presence of landmines - a legacy of the

region's liberation wars of independence, makes

it almost impossible for children to attend

school and to apply conservation measures

needed to protect wildlife in the area.

Over 1500 people killed

Now, nearly 40 years on from independence,

the unfenced minefields in the Sengwe

Wildlife Corridor have killed or injured over

1,500 people and more than 100,000 animals.

The human cost is huge, but loss ofwildlife is

also threatening economic opportunities for

a region that has a lot endangered wildlife
such as elephants, lions, and wild dogs.

For wildlife, the landmines prevent the safe

migration of large elephant herds between

the Gonarezhou and Kruger National Parks

covering the three countries, threatening the

viability of the elephant population and

leading to increased human-wildlife conflict.

Clearing the

minefields on the

Mozambique,

South Africa and

Zimbabwe border

is a fundamental

step to protecting

lives and build a

more prosperous
future for the

Southern African i
region.

Four year project to clear landmines

To deal with the landmine challenges,

Apopo, a global non-profit organization
with financial support from the United
States government and the Embassy of
Switzerland in Harare have launched an

ambitious project to clear the minefields

once and for all by 2025. This will release

local populations and endangered wildlife
from the threat of landmines and open up

agriculture and transnational tourism
opportunities.

The Ambassador ofSwitzerland to Zimbabwe,

Mr. Niculin Jäger, said: "The Government of
Switzerland is happy to support Apopo's de-

mining activities in the Sengwe Wildlife
Corridor as this will help the local community
regain their economic footing through accessing

previously contaminated land for
agricultural production - something that they
have not been able to do for the past 40 years.
The process will also support greater
opportunities for transnational tourism between

Zimbabwe, Mozambique and South Africa."

In the short term, landmine clearance has the

potential to be a significant employer in a

region that currently offers few stable jobs.

Following that, unrestricted access and increased

safety will no doubt generate further
economic opportunities, such as transnational

tourism, in what are currently no-go areas.
