Dear Swiss compatriots,

dear Swiss Review readers in Australia

The last three long

years of Covid have

proven difficult for all of

us individually and as a

community globally. I am

glad that travels are

again possible and that

we all can move around

fairly free. Hopefully, you

had or will soon have a chance to catch up with your loved ones

or friends anywhere on this planet.

In October 2022,1 have arrived from Chengdu/China where I

was posted as the Consul General of Switzerland taking over from

my predecessor, my former Consul General in Toronto and friend,

Bernadette Hunkeler Brown. The ominous first 100 days are filled

with a lot of new encounters. I was lucky to be part of the Swiss

Alliance Association's Meeting in Canberra which gave me an

opportunity to meet many Swiss Club and other associations'

presidents. I took part in several annual or end-of-year functions

having enriching conversations with Swiss living in Australia for

so many years or being of Swiss descent hearing their stories why

and how they ended up Down Under. I met some of our Swiss

business community and Australian partners. It was so far only a

fraction of the 26,000 registered Swiss living in Australia and an

excellent chance to get a first glimpse of our strong community. I

am sure I will be meeting many more once I start traveling to all

corners of this beautiful country.

My journey with the Swiss Federal Department of Foreign

Affairs FDFA has certainly been diverse. During the last 33+ years.

I started in Berne followed by New York, Seoul, Washington DC,

Cape Town, Dar es Salaam, Ramallah, Baku, Toronto, Berne,

Bangalore, and Chengdu. I also worked on short assignments in

Canberra (1995), Dhaka, Antananarivo, Beirut and Sochi during

the Winter Olympics. Now I am very glad to have landed in Sydney.

Centre to its current location on the 23rd floor of the Westfield Tower

2 in Bondi Junction. The office view of the Sydney CBD (Central

Business District), Harbour Bridge and the famous Sydney Opera

House is breathtaking!

With about 26,000 Swiss registered at the Consulate General,

Australia hosts the seventh largest Swiss community worldwide.

Nowadays, the Consulate General in Sydney is in charge of

consular matters for the entire Swiss community in Australia, as well

as for the Swiss living in the Pacific Islands of Kiribati, Nauru, Papua

New Guinea, Solomon Islands and Vanuatu. The Trade Point Australia

office and the Switzerland Tourism office are also part ofthe Consulate

General. Currently the entire team consists of 14 colleagues, all being
Swiss nationals.

In Australia, Switzerland is today represented by the Embassy in

Canberra, which was established in 1961 and celebrated 60 years of

diplomatic relations last year, by the Consulate General in Sydney, as

well as by the Honorary Consulates in Adelaide, Brisbane, Darwin,

Hobart, Melbourne and Perth.

Registered citizens of the respective areas will
be contacted by e-mail prior to the visit with
detailed information regarding dates, venues and

procedures. Please ensure that the Consulate

General has your up-to-date personal data and

e-mail address.

The Consulate General aims to provide this

service to the Swiss Community on a rotational

basis, visiting all territories and states within a two-

year period.

FDJP: Passport online application service

Did you know? You can also give your biométrie

data while staying in Switzerland at the passport
office of your choice. If you wish to do so, apply
online for your identification documents and state

in your application under remarks which passport
office in Switzerland you would like to visit and the

dates of your stay in Switzerland. After reviewing

your application and the green light from the

passport office in Switzerland, we will inform you
how to proceed.

Swiss citizens are entitled to a passport and an

identity card. Swiss travel documents are produced

in Switzerland. The current biométrie passports
contain a chip on which your fingerprints and an

image of your face are stored electronically. You can

apply online for your identification documents.

Once your application is checked, you receive an

invitation to record your biométrie data at the

competent Swiss representation (for Oceania that is

Sydney or Wellington). Check the expiry date on

your current passport and identity card and leave

enough time to order new ones.

As an additional service to the Swiss community in Australia, the

SAA has created an events calendar on the SAA website. Our aim is

that it will become the ultimate go-to place for anyone that is

Who is it for? It is for all Swiss associations, clubs, groups - big or
small - or individuals in Australia, irrespective whether they are

members of the SAA or not. Everyone is welcome to post their
noncommercial Swiss community event on this calendar free of charge.

Anyone can go ahead and post their event without having to contact

us, or asking us to put it up on their behalf. Simply click on the date field

you want or the + sign at the top to open an event field. Entering the

information is simple and self-explanatory. A posting will not be visible

straight away. We get notified and have to approve anything saved on
the calendar in order to prevent any misuse.

The success of this tool depends on people using it - those that have

something to advertise, and those that want to look up what the Swiss

community in Australia is doing. So please, go ahead and make it your
own.
