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A uniform terminological basis in pollen and spore morphology

and stratification of various sporoderms) the desirability of a uniform
terminological basis in pollen and spore morphology was stressed.

Later a small group of interested palynologists (G. Erdtman, M.-B.
Florin, K. Faegri, J. Iversen, J. Troels-Smith and H. T. Waterbolk)
had some informal discussions on the subject and thereby agreed upon
recommending a number of principles as a framework for the classification

and description of pollen grains and spores (cf. Grana Palyno-
logica, N. S., I : 3, Stockholm 1958, pp. 3—5).
