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Thanks and appreciation from IUGG

The success of any broad study in earth sciences depends
ultimately upon cooperation. This is particularly unique
for geodesy and geophysics, especially for national and
international programs of research involving global
activities. When this premise is applied to individuals, one
characteristic by which man is recognized and measured
is by his unselfish cooperation. Our friend, Prof. Kobold,
has demonstrated this characteristic throughout his
professional career but there is one particular period of his
life which merits special commendation.
In 1964, the Swiss Society of Natural Sciences, with the
authorization of the Swiss Federal Government, invited
the International Union of Geodesy and Geophysics to
Switzerland for its next General Assembly. Fritz Kobold
was asked to serve as President of the Organizing
Committee. For the next three years, he gave the major part
of his attention and energy to this task. He selected a

capable staff, organized numerous sub-committees, and
conducted financial campaigns in all parts of Switzerland.

His committees anticipated all of the needs of the
visiting scientists and the members of their families who
accompanied them. All of us who attended the General
Assembly during the last days of September and the first
days of October in 1967 were the benefactors of this
preparation.
The Swiss Committee correctly assumed that the
attendance would be large-too large for one city. They
solved this problem by assigning the Associations to four
cities, not too far apart yet conveniently served by
frequent rail service. Zurich served as the headquarters
for the Union and also hosted the seismologists and vol-
canologists. The geodesists and meteorologists met in
Luzern, the geomagneticians and aeronomists in St. Gall,
and the oceanographers and hydrologists in Berne. The

mixing was good and the travel through the beautiful
Swiss countryside was relaxing and rewarding. The
precision exhibited in maintaining the meeting schedules,
the travel arrangements, the ladies' program, and the
social events was probably just the normal way of life in
Switzerland-one soon observed that there was a clock
in every tower.
The scientific content of the General Assembly has been
well documented in volumes of national reports, scientific

papers, and the proceedings of the Union. This is

significant but equally significant is the appreciation we
hold in our memories for the scenic wonders, the crafts
and skills of Swiss folklore, and the personal attention
given by the many committee members. The sight of the
banner, especially designed for IUGG by Hansruedi
Widmer, and the tinkle of the sculpture, created by Willi
Gutmann, led to the action of the Council to adopt the
design with its distinctive colors representing earth,
ocean, and atmosphere as a permanent symbol of IUGG.
This symbol and its colors have become marks of
recognition for General Assemblies and Symposia of the
Union and its Associations.
On behalf of the International Union of Geodesy and

Geophysics, and especially the International Association
of Geodesy, I wish to express to you, Prof. Kobold, our
warmest thanks for your part in making the XlVth
General Assembly such an outstanding success. We
know that you have expressed your appreciation to your
coworkers for their support and for their contribution
to the work and that on this occasion you will, in your
graciousness, share our renewed vote of appreciation
with them.
It is our sincerest hope that we will see you at many
future General Assemblies and Symposia having the

pleasure of your friendly counsel and the benefits of
your excellent judgment.
