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Summary

The Problem of «Applied Geography»

The present Status and the origin of the so-called
«Applied Geography», its theoretical program, and
the theoretically possible and practically oecurring
interpretations of the program are studied. Sum-
ming up the results of the investigation the following

can be stated: «Applied Geography» is not
an «applied» discipline but a trend of a science, the
origin of which is the present crisis of this science,
i. e. the crisis of geography as a science. Behind this
trend there exists a scientific movement, the aim of
which is to put an end to the autotelism of
geographical work and to fit geography into some
«applied» form to be able to examine and maybe to
solve the practical problems of everyday life. Ac-
cordingly, in this sense the movement may be con-
sidered as a modern reformation of geography.
The examination of the program of «Applied
Geography» from science-theoretical and -systematical
point of view, however, does not confirm the possi-
bility of establishment of «applied» geography in
any of its senses; it gives only an impulse towards
the development of literally «practical» geogra-
phies with a common or a technical character. In
the opinion of the author, based on the previous
study, the movement tending towards the establishment

of «Applied Goegraphy» as an «applied»
discipline or disciplines of geography represents not a
Solution but merely a symptom of the present crisis
of geography as a science.
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
