This project will be even more a freak railway

Tunnel, the works, for which a concession is now sought and an effort is being made to
raise the capital, will be carried, in the shape of an electric narrow-gauge railway, up to
and beyond the Belalp, to a point on the edge of the great Aletsch Glacier — Zenbichen
— at an altitude of seven thousand seven hundred feet. Up to this point there is nothing
new in the plan. The ascent would be a very steep one, and must cause much disfigure-
ment to the noble surroundings of the great glacier, but it is possible, as the projectors
assert, that it will involve no extraordinary engineering difficulties. From Zenbichen,
however, up to the Jungfraujoch the scheme is of an entirely novel character; the
line is to be carried as a Schlittenbahn or sledge-railway, crossing the broad glacier
in its mid stream and touching those scenes so well known to mountaineers, the Maer-
iclensee and the Concordiaplatz, before striking up directly over ice and snow to the
Jungfraujoch.

It is impossible that such a project should be carried into effect without the ruin of the
majestic solitudes which make the Aletsch Glacier unrivalled even among the Alps. Whe-
ther the transit over the eleven miles from Zenbichen to the Jungfraujoch will be as
safe and easy as the promoters profess to believe we do not undertake to say, but, what-
ever may be the opinion of technical experts, the traction of a series of sledges drawn
by an endless rope over the surface of a glacier in which crevasses are common, and that,
too, in a region where sudden storms of extreme violence prevail, will probably give rise
to a good many searchings of heart among possible passengers and possible investors.
Herr Isler, the principal author of the scheme, is an engineer at Meiringen who has already
obtained a concession for an electrical line over the Jochpass, passing from the Triibsee
to the Titlis, with a Schlittenbahn carried across the snowfields to the summit of that
noble mountain. This scheme, too, must certainly disfigure and degrade one of the finest
scenes in the Alps. But there is something still more shocking in the invasion of the Great
Aletsch by the locomotive and the electric power station. It is to be hoped that attention
will be drawn to the matter at the approaching meeting of the English branch of the
League for the Protection of Swiss Scenery, when it is expected that the secretary of the
Swiss League will be present and will speak, as well as many distinguished British moun-
taineers. The question is one of not less importance than the Matterhorn line, against
which an energetic and effective protest has been made in Switzerland, not only by the
lovers of scenery, but by the guides’ organizations. Although it is in some respects dis-
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
