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OUR_INTERNATIONAL SITUATION ¢ Ffrom an international point
of view Switzerland is a permanently neutral State. Her
neutrality,freely accepted, is the outcome neither of a lack
of interest in Buropean or international problems, nor of a
sense of weakness, On the contrary, it is the only possible
policy for Switzerland towards her neighbours and it has been
recognized as such on several occasions by the Powers (1815 ’
1920 etec,)., Owing to her pacific aims and tcndencies, and
accustomed as she is to conciliate different mentalities,
Switzerland has found in the League of Nations, established
within her territory,a useful ficld of action for the further-
ance Of good-will among the different world powers. The
International Labour Office found in Switzerland the necess-~
ary comprehension for the pursuit of its aims, Owing to
the importance of Switzerland's industrial production, the
country takes a live interest in international labour legis-
lation and its practical application; it is therefore natural
that the Swiss Confedcration should be permanently represent-
ed on the board of Directors of the International Labour
Orfice.
