ARE HUMAN BEINGS IMMUNE FROM FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE?

The appearance of this dreaded scourge in Switzerland has
awakened a dispute of many years standing. An authority on
this disease states that the human body can be affected with it.
Cattle show,after 2 to 7 days of fever and other disturbances,
large blisters on their tongue which open in a short time. At
the same time the skin around the hooves show red swellings and
blisters, the healing of which is often delayed by secondary
infection,while the ailments on the tongue heal fairly quickly.
Stomach and other inside troubles are seldom very prominent and
on very rare occasions are they a cause of death.

Diseases of a very similar kind have been cbserved on human
beings. After a certain time of high fever,blisters develop in
the mouth of the patient,while red swellings occur underneath
the toe nails. In most cases the disease confines itself to
the mouth. After a few days the intensity of the trouble
diminishes and in one or two weeks,complete recovery is assured.

In districts which are infected with the Foot and Mouth
disease,the following preventatives arc recommended :-

1. Do not drink fresh milk nor eat butter and cheese,

2. 1In the attention to cattle,utmost ecleanliness is
essential. Occasional wounds,no matter how insignificant,
should be attended to immediately. After the handling of
cattle the hands should be washed with some disinfectant.
