SUGARBELT AND BARLEY 3

During 1979 Eastern Switzerland has,for the first time,gone
in for extensive cultivation of sugar beet and barley. The
cantons of Zurich,Thurgau,Aargau,Schaffhausen and St.Gall with
862 growers delivered 120,000 cwt.to the sugar factory.

Por the advancement of the cultivation of Brewers barley
in Switzerland a "“Swiss Brewers Barley Commission' has been
established with Federal Councillor Oehninger in the chair,
representing the Farmers Breweries and Malt Factories.

THE DANGER OF THE POTATO BEETLE:

It has been agscertained that during 1939 the potato beetle
had invaded 1496 boroughs in Switzerland with a total of
29,500 cases, that is ten times the number of the previous
year., Again,the first discoveries of this beectle were made
amongst imported seed potatoes. Their first appearance occurred
in May, followed by a heavy increase in June and July.
