relate that several I met on that occasion have since passed over
beyond from where there is no returning,

Held in highest esteem by a wide circle of friends,Colonial
as well as Swissg,throughout the Taranaki province, Mr, Paul
Zimmermann passed away at Hawera at the age of 53 years,

In 1913 he arrived in New Zealand in company with a
considerable number of compatriots, all from the canton of
Unterwalden. He belonged to Ennetburgen on the Burgeustock,

On his arrival in New Zealand he found employment in a Dairy
