Prices for work
horses range from £205 to £251. Of Switzerland's 142,000 horses,
90,000 are used as work animals. There are between 12,000 and
13,000 tractors. About 150,000 cows,mostly in the northern part of
the country,alsc contridute to farm power. ("Evening Post" 6 April 23)
