Of course, I do not mocan to say that yodeling is confined to Appeongzell,
and I think therc arc not many Cantons without tholr yodels. The Canton Berne
goems to take pride of placc, and its yodels quite often come to us in New Zoaland
over the air. When the poace celebratlon was held on the Pilatus, we wero for-
tunate in getting o very good broadcast and some beautiful yodels of Unterwalden
and other Central Cantons could casily be recognised. A local friend of mine, a
New Zoalander, who had travelled on tour through Switzorland many years ago, used
to tell me that in the Berncse Oberland the perple there were that religious, that
on a Sunday after church they would congregate in the street and sing hymns.. Thoy
took the yodcls to be hymnsg of exceptional beauty.

Now we have to come back to the Canton of my birth and its yodels. Here
the yodel, or as we call it "ZaurenM" has its uses. An o0ld Swiss fricnd of minc
a rcsident of New Zoaland of over 50 years, told me once that when milking cows in
Suitzorland, they used to hum a yodel and that tho cows, quite enchanted with charm
of the melody would let down the milk much ocasicr, Hven cows can bo cndowed with
an car for music, a fact which is cven recogniscd in this country, I have boon on
farmsg here in New Zealand where a radio set was installcd in the cowshed.

This is onc of the practical uscs of the yodel., Many yoars ago I read
in o Swiss publication of its use of a different kind altogether, In the alpine
regions where cows and goats grazed during the summer monthg and where the mon aro
practically cut off from the outer world, a man may become a victim of sicknoss
o¥ an accidcnt without being able to send . for help., So it is the custom of those
alpine dwellers to go about sunsot before thoir hut and give a loud yauchzor or
a short yodecl which will be answercd by the noxt say"lp A" and perhaps "B!" and
g, That moans that wuverything is all well, but if such a.reply docs not come
forth thosc mountaincers know that something is amiss and thot it is their duty to
investigato.

The charm of the yodel hasg also attracted the musical car of other
countrics, but the quality of their production can never reach tho 8wiss standard.
Bavaria, Tyrol and othor statos with thoeir goermanie mothor tongue, have thoir
way of yodcols, Theso, although original ‘and melodious, arc somcthing quite apart
from our style, but other countries have in lattor yoars coplcd our yodecl but
they arc not and nover will be up to our standard. ;
