ECONQMICS. A strong protest has been lodged ‘with the U.S.A. on account of

the low import quota ef 8y 500 tons bread cereals for January instead of the
previously asgreed 40,000 tons. Tne American authorities replied that in spite
of the largest wheat crop ever recorded it had been found impossible to overcome
the existing transgport difficulties and gave the agsurance that by July lst the
total quantity contracted for would be exceeded in-all probability.

During a discussion in *he National Council about the division of the Radio
licences, it was stated that for the last three years the total fees amounted
to 35,5 million francs and showsd a gradual slicht increass, i.e, 11.4 million
in l94€ 12 million in 1945 and'12.1 million durine the last year. Over a
third (13,5 million) has boen claimed by the postal administration for the
maintananco of the technical installation, the remaining 22 million being
allocated to the Swiss Radio Corpvf vtion responsitle for the preparation and
digbribution of the hroadcasts The general demand for an improvement in the
programmes may lead %o a measuro of re—ad justment, :
