1st August, in the Riverlea were the variety and
abundance of items. The "Fahnenschwmgen"
by Joe Egger, the songs and yodelling by the Rust
family and by the newly-formed choir, the
magnificent acts by Mr. and Mrs. Studer and the
lovely handoergely playing by Mr. Oettli. As a

whole the atmosphere was of more modern type
and reflects great credit on the organising ability
of the President, Mr. Arnold Biland, and Mrs.
Biland.

In Auckland on Sunday, 4th August, I was
greatly impressed by the patriotic feelings, the
friendly pioneer atmosphere and trying to make
do with what was available, especially in the way
of providing for the children. The highlight of
that function was the speech given by Dr. Kaegi
emphasizing the point that not the good^ times,
but the lean and trying periods are bringing the
best out in mankind. He ably demonstrated from

the history of Switzerland that hardships and
oppression united the peoples spiritually and
materially.

family relationship; everybody was proud of
being Swiss and it was moving to see how second
and third generation descendants tried to keep
up and make new acquaintances.
