line. But I wasn’t going to worry about my waistline, otherwise I would
not have indulged into the pleasure of eating delicious Bratswurste,
drinking coffee and eating all those home-made sweets that disappeared
only too quickly from the stands.

What one calls a person that actually does not sing, just acts as
if he would sing—I do not know. But it was interesting to watch the
“singer” act according to the music from the tape. And how well he

did it!

Towards midnight, time arrived when I had to leave. This was,
to my mind, a most enjoyable evening, with lots of fun, good dancing
(also, I felt that this same band was better on earlier occasions), very
good catering and excellent organising. A good point also was that I

‘could enjoy myself without the trouble of language. I could dance,
have fun and still enjoy it, whether one speaks German or not. That
might well be a reason why all the 67 members present were so happy
all through the evening.
