But in giv-
ing unselfishly, without hurting and underrating, covered
with the aureola of St. Francis of Assisi; with fraternal
and sincere words, like Horace says: “The power of words
and harmony of sound mitigate pain and lessen evils,”
the intimate satisfaction of the reward to our actions
will be written in the same actions.—From the Rotarian.
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
