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to New Zealand in 1927 and settled in Wellington. Later he went
to Nelson and there he was active in the musical life of the dis-
trict, as conductor of the Catholic Church choir and a member
of a trio which broadcast regularly. Eventually he came back to
Wellington and again he took part in the musical life of the city,
as a member of the 2YA Symphony Orchestra and conductor of
the St. Mary of the Angels choir. He was well known to many
New Zealanders as “Mr Max” of Max Studios — always generous
and helpful to business associates and artists alike, who sought
his knowledge and advice.

In earlier years he was widely known as a ’cellist, who at all
times was willing to use his talents for concerts or entertainment
for charity; he was a member of both the Savage Club and the
Orphans. Club orchestras.

Max Bruelisauer was a man of gentle charm, generous disposi-
tion and rare humour. He is survived by his wife Mercia and
daughters Therese, Michelle and Tina, and grandchildren Joseph
and Johanna, to whom we would like to extend our deepest
sympathy. —Received from the Embassy.

OVERSEAS CHRISTMAS PARCELS

Did you know that the last day for posting your Christmas
parcels and cards for Switzerland by surface mail is 24th October?

The following information only applies to mail going to Swit-
zerland (not other overseas countries).—

Letters: 6¢ first 3 oz, 3¢ each additional oz.
Postcards: 3c

Small Parcels: 12c first 8 oz, 3¢ each additional 2 oz up to 2 Ib.
Parcels not over 2 1b, $1.08; 2 - 7Ib, $1.45; 7 - 11 1b $1.93;
bl =220:0b," §3.35.

Articles which are prohibited for sending: Bees and beeswax.
Restricted are: Alcoholic liquor, plants and parts of plants.
However, a certificate granting permit for abovementioned
articles can be obtained from the Post Office. The Post Office
requests that tins of honey be soldered securely. The outside
of parcels are to be tied up with only one-third cellotape and
the remaining two-thirds must be of strong string.

Here are same suggestions which may help you in the difficult
task of finding suitable Christmas presents for those at home:

Family photos and photographs in general of N.Z. are always
a point of interest to our relatives. Perhaps you have had time to
knit a garment or make some other article yourself. A child’s



drawing 1s most acceptable. A tape recording of your family’s
voices, A collection of N.Z. seashells, or articles made thereof
may be an idea.

There are many shops and stores which sell all kinds of
souvenirs such as calendars, teatowels, scarves, maps, handker-
chiefs, articles made of native wood, paua jewellery, paper servi-
ettes, etc. You may have heard of the Hamilton “Upstairs
Gallery”. You might call it the “N.Z. Heimateuesch”, which
offers a great variety of samples of N.Z. arts and crafts (for further
information please contact the Editor).

Most food stores sell attractively labelled export honey from
native flowers, cape goosberrie jam, smoked eel, passion fruit
pulp, chinese goosberries, paua soup, toheroa soup, which can
all be bought in tins.

CANTON THURGAU

Potatoes and Dab (Stupfete).—This excellent dish is made at
the time of potato harvesting. Take a fireproof dish, pour in 3
spoonfuls of olive oil (or butter), 5 of vinegar, 2 chopped onions,
salt and pepper. Heat up ingredients and bring to the table very
hot. Each person dips his potatoes, which have been boiled in
their jackets, into it.

CANTON TICINO

Bulbura Soup.—Peel and remove seeds of 4 Ibs pumpkin. Cook
in water. When soft, pour off most of the water and mash the
pulp thoroughly. Add a little milk, a spoonful of flour, a knob of
butter and some cooked beans. Cook for half an hour, stirring
frequently. Add more milk if the mixture gets too thick. Salt
and pepper to taste. —R.B.K.
