The result of this fiercely-contested
poll, where emotions played a great part, has
followed the recommendations of the Federal
Council and with this decision has given the
authority a vote of confidence.

However, as 45% voted for acceptance it is
imperative that the existing widespread and
serious uneasiness amongst the Swiss population
be tackled with all speed and the foreign labour
position be contained and brought to a fair and
