Hoffmann-La Roche (Basle, Switzerland) is planning to build
the biggest vitamin C factory in the world in 1975, The new
premises will be located as Sisseln, in the canton of Aargau
(Switzerland), and the total investment is estimated to be in the
neighbourhood of 100 million Swiss francs. The demand for
vitamin C (a substance widely used in foodstuffs as well as for
pharmaceutical purposes) continues to grow, and the present
world output will be insufficient to satisfy the increased demand
at the end of this decade. (SODT)
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
