MR ADOLPH MATHIS — PUTARURU

Death’s hand reached out for another one of our compatriots at the
bowling green at Putaruru on Saturday, November 16th, where he
collapsed and died suddenly.

The Putaruru Church was filled to capacity on Tuesday after the
passing to pay tribute to a mate by the bowlers in uniform and by many
of the district residents to a well-liked and respected farmer who came
into the district on the beginning of the depression in 1932.

Three years prior to purchasing this farm Adolph married Miss
Elsie Steiner who was a devoted wife and helper in converting the
neglected property into a high producing unit. Eighteen years ago he
handed over the farm to the oldest son John, and moved into Putaruru
where he worked a few years with a Ministry of Works surveying team.

Adolph Mathis’s thoughts constantly were at his old place of birth,
Honegg Ennetbuergen and he went home last year for the fourth time
to say hello and renew his friendship with relatives, and old friends.
The alp Ochsenweid on the Buochserhorn also had a particular signifi-
cance to him, because this is where he was engaged in making the tradi-
tional Swiss alpine cheese for three years before coming to New Zealand.
The Nidwaldner Volksblatt, the district’s weekly paper, referred to him
as one of the local sons returning home after making a success in a
new world.
