SKIING COMFORT

The new Ceramic-Fit-System, developed

The
spheres immediately adapt to the
individual contours of the foot inside the boot.
When the boot is snapped on, the air is
forced out of the ceramic bubble which

prevents the spheres from being able to
move, giving every foot precise, individual
support. The result: improved ski direction

control through improved supportand
a more direct transfer of power inside the
boot. The ceramic spheres are hollow
inside and consequently have an
additional heat insulating effect. The Ceramic-
Fit-System is totally unaffected by
temperature and not subject to any appreciable

wear and tear.
