LAUFENTHAL NOW PART OF
BASEL-LAND

With the creation of the canton of
Jura, the valley of Laufen became sepa-
rated from the canton of Berne and ina
national referendum the Swiss voters
agreed that the Laufenthal should now
be attached to Basel-Land with whom it
has a common border. Whilst the gen-
eral vote throughout Switzerland was
emphatically for the move, in the
Langenthal itself the decision was not
so clear cut. Only 52.8% of the voters
agreed to the switch from Berne to
Basel-Land.
