RAILWAY CROSSING

down. The crossing was known as “zum
griinen Papagei” because a wild green
parrot had established its home in the
vicinity for a while. In 1920 Switzerland
had over 2000 manually controlled rail-
way crossings, today there are none.

Each year on Easter Monday, hun-
dreds of adults and children proceed to
the “Rudenplatz” in Zurich for the tradi-
tional yearly “Eiertitschen”. A novelty
amongst adults is not to hit someone’s
egg with your own but to break it with a
coin, usually a 20 Rappen piece, so the
gameis called “Zwanzgerlen”.
