We see it
inIreland, inthe Middle East, in SriLanka
and in ex Yugoslavia. Ifit were not for the
fanatics, the extremists and the militants,
these wars would not exist.

You can also call the fanatics: big-
ots, zealots or activists, it is all the
same. All these people have one com-
mon streak: they are so convinced that
their own beliefs are absolutely correct
and therefore unassailable, that any-
one thinking or acting differently must
by consequence by wrong. Nothing
outside their own personal views can
be rightand therefore any discussion or
reasoning with these people is a total
waste of time. People with opposite
opinions must be shouted down, si-
lenced, beaten into submission or, in
extreme cases, simply eliminated or
bombed out of existence.

Although they usually can only
talk about one single subject, the one
they are absolutely mad about, they
thankfully at least do not stick a knife
into you simply because you express a
different opinion from theirs. Discus-
sions with such people might be a bit
one sided but they are usually nice
people and you would not mind having
them as neighbours.
