[0 We met on a beautiful autumn day
at the Norsewood Rosegarden for our
historical walk through Thorndon. This
is Wellington's oldest suburb and well
known as the birthplace of Katherine
Mansfield. Our first stop was at the
Bolton Street Cemetery, consecrated
in 1840. On to Ascot St where we ad-
mired the smallworkers cottages, some
of them beautifully renovated. The first
school in the area (founded by Granny
Cooper in 1867) was on the top of a
very narrow street (just wide enough for
a horse and a cart). The area is rich in
history and well worth a visit. Just to
mention some places of interest: This-
tle Inn: 2nd oldest pub in New Zealand
(1866). Old St. Pauls: one of New Zea-
land’s loveliest churches (1866). Minis-
terial House, 260 Tinakori Rd. (circa
1860) Rita Angus Cottage (lived in by
artistin residence)Basilica.
