SWISS TAXPAYERS IN
ARREAR

Over 11% of the Swiss tax payers
are in arrear with their payments of
taxes. In 1989 the amount overdue to
the Inland Revenue Dept. was around
560 million SFR, in 1994 it was over 1
billion. The economical crisis which
has been affecting Switzerland for the
past few years is of course the main
reason for this situtation. With salaries
stagnating, high rentals and living costs
increasing, many Swiss just have sim-
ply no money left to pay their taxes (to
many of us, this sounds very familiar).
