Mad cow case in France from
Swiss-born animal

France has reported a new case of mad
cow disease, or BSE, involving an ani-
mal imported from Switzerland. The
agriculture ministry said the cow was
brought into the country three years ago,
just before a ban on Swiss imports came
into force.

It's the first known case of BSE from an
imported animal and the seventeenth
altogether this year in France.
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
