Language War

The Nationalrat has approved a
new language law that forces
schools to teach a second national
language before English. The Con-
ference of Cantonal Education Di-
rectors has already criticised par-
liament’s decision, saying it goes
against an agreement that allows
cantons to decide how languages
are taught.

The final vote in the National-
rat saw 87 members approve the
legislation and 68 oppose it. The
rightwing People’s Party had de-
manded unsuccessfully that no de-
bate take place, citing fears that
the cantons would lose some of
their sovereignty in educational
matters if the law were accepted,
or that it would increase govern-
ment spending.

The centre-left Social Democ-
rats said a second national lan-
guage should have priority over
English, but they were also backed
by some members of the People’s
Party who said that it was impor-
tant for national cohesion. A Cen-
tre-right Christian Democrat
warned it was necessary “to stop
the invasion of English”. A Social;
Democrat said it was time to send
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a clear signal to the cantons before
they cut a second national lan-
guage out of the school curriculum.
It was pointed out that Zirich and
most cantons in eastern Switzer-
land had already introduced Eng-
lish instead of French in second
and third years in primary schools
and that it was not possible to go
back to the old system where
French had priority.

The cantonal education minis-
ters complained after the parlia-
ment vote that the decision threat-
ened the compromise they had put
together and approved, which
stated that the cantons could de-
cide alone which was the second
language, either English or a na-
tional one, to be taught in their
schools. In their statement they
said that years of talks had shown
that no consensus could be reached
between the country’s different
regions, and that leaving the deci-
sion in the hands of each canton
was not just the best strategy, but
also the only one.

The Stdnderat will now have to
approve the legislation before it
can be implemented.
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
