Tamina Gorge

A narrow gorge, only pene-
trated by a few rays of sunshine
at mid-day, a grotto where health
seekers bathed - this is the
Tamina Gorge with Bad Pféfers.
Only a few meters from the old
Bad Pféfers is the narrow Tamina
Gorge with 70-meter-high rock
faces. The gorge is easily accessi-
ble nowadays. A tunnel safe-
guards the path through the inte-
rior of the rock. It leads past a
small thermal spring and up to
the grotto fed by the thermal wa-
ters.

The Churfirsten

Churfirsten is a mountain
range in the Canton of St. Gallen.
There are seven peaks: Selun ,
Frimsel, Brisi, Zuestoll , Schiben-
stoll, Hinterrugg, Chdserrugg
(from west to east). They tower
high over the Walensee, but from
the Toggenburg side, they are
relatively gentle. Well, very rela-
tively gentle. I remember a school
trip up one of them, and it just
went on and on... and on... and
on. There is a cablecar up the

water were let down the narrow
gorge on ropes. The famous
natural scientist, physician and
philosopher Paracelsus, who is
regarded as the first spa physi-
cian of Bad Pfafers, worked there
in 1535 and wrote an entire book
on the therapeutic effects of the
water, which has a temperature
of 36.5 degrees Celsius. In 1630 a
bath-house was constructed at
the mouth of the gorge. . The old
Bad Pféafers was extensively reno-
vated between 1983 and 1995.
Today, Bad Pfiafers ("Pfafers
Spa"), the oldest Baroque bath-
house in Switzerland, houses a
restaurant and a museum.

The road to Ragaz was built in
1840 and in the following years
the cure business was increas-
ingly relocated to there. Bad Ra-
gaz is a friendly and easily acces-
sible health, wellness and holiday
resort. The hot Tamina spring
which bubbles up from the
nearby gorge is the main attrac-
tion. The most extensive aquatic
spa in Europe with water tem-
peratures of 36.5 degrees Celsius
provides the ultimate bathing
experience with 2 indoor and 1
outdoor pool, current channel,
waterfall, bubble beds and seats,
grotto and a variety of massage
jetss

For visitors interested in his-
tory there is a Monastery- and
Spa-Museum with changing ex-
hibits.

Mit der
restlichen Milch, Mehl und
Salz aufkochen, sodass ein
kompakter Brei entsteht.
Finen Teil der Butter in der
Bratpfanne zergehen lassen
und unter standigem Riihren
die Maismasse bei schwacher
Hitze etwa 45 Minuten rosten,
bis kleine Kliimpchen, Ribel,
entstehen. Um gleichmadssige
Ribel zu erhalten, werden
nach und nach Butterflocken
dazugemischt.
